1. General guidelines

1.6  Be aware of disturbing by mosquitoes & insects and keep your door 

       closed at all times.

2. Room


2.1  One room is offered for one participant only.


2.2  The room will be cleaned by the maid daily.


2.3  Linen is changed weekly, it has to be returned to the maid before 
                 getting a new one.


2.4  If you need privacy, please show the sign “Do not Disturb” in front of 
                 your room.
3. Lounge


A Lounge located on the first floor is available for everybody to watch T.V. and use Computer .
4. Toilet, bathroom and washing facilities


4.1  Share toilets and showers and located  at the middle of the hall way
                 and at the end of the corridor.


4.2  There are a washing machines service at the first floor, pay coin 20 
                 Baht/time.

4.3  Detergent are not provided.  You have to manage on your own and 
                 use detergent for machine only.


4.4  For bathing, if you need warm water you can use electric shower.  
                 Which is located at the end of the corridor. If you had any problems
                  please call the maid.
4.5  For ironing, you can use an electric iron to iron your clothes in 


       your room. But please do not forget to bring it back for the others.

4.6  Flush toilets after each use and leave the seats clean and dry when you are finished.
4.7 Do not flush sanitary napkins down the toilets.  Please wrap them up in the provided paper before disposing.

5.  Kitchens

5.1  Do not pour grease and food waste down the drains.  Put these items
       in the large garbage containers.

5.2  For sanitary concerns, please do not spit in she sink.

5.3  Mop or wipe spillage

5.4  Check that all burners and ovens one turned off after use.

5.5  Be considerate of others.  Do not monopolize the cooking / dining
       areas if other are waiting.

5.6  Clean up after yourself.  This includes  the sink, cooking, and counter
       areas as well as the dining area.
6.  Food and Beverage


There are 3 cafeterias around the Dorm 3. One cafe’ is located in dormitory 1. One is in the new dormitory building and another is on the first floor of flat No.9.  At the first floor of Flat No.9 there is the morning market located in the left hand side. Vegetables, fruits, fish, chicken. Beef and sea food are available at a reasonable price.  Morning market is open daily from 6.30 A.M. to 1.00 P.M. with the exception weekend.  The right side of this is the newspapers stand, florist, beverage.
