Ait is submitted to an inappropriate journal.

Revisions are nearly always requested!

AAccept without any changeextremely rare
AAccept afterminor revisions
AAccept aftermajor revisions

ARevise and resubmitcommon outcome: should
not be seen as rejection!

AAccept afterminor revisions
ALanguage editing
A Small number of new citations/ mentioning additional topics
ASmall additional experiments to complement the main body of article
ATweaks to interpretation of results

AAccept aftermajor revisions
A Structural issues that call for a significant reorganisation of the text
AMore experiments needed to support aims of article
AArgument needs to take into account a whole new topic
AExisting analysis of data/evidence is flawed and needs to-4arked
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ABe respectful and acknowledge the time and care referees have taken

AEngage positively and constructively with criticisms. Do not be
defensive or aggressive

ARespond either by common themes in referee reports or take each
report in turn

Alndicate what you agree with, what you disagree with and what
changes if any you would propose to make

AProvide adetailed list of changes madélhis could avoid the need for
further peer review.

Take the opportunity to improve your paper

ACarefully read the refereesd report
Establish why your article was rejected:

AWas it a case of journal scope?
AWas it due to flaws in your writing?

AAre there fundamental issues that need to be addressed
In your methodology or data?
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Handling rejection

Take the opportunity to improve your paper

AConsider making the changes recommended by the referses.
unchanged paper is likely to get the same or similar comments
even from different referees.
