Policy-making is a complex, multi
dimensional dynamic process that
reflects the values of those who are
setting the policy agenda, determining
policy goals and alternatives, formulating
policy and implementing and evaluating it.
It is important for anyone or any
profession which provides care to people
to know how policy is made, how policy
influences that affect them. Hence, it is
important for nurses to recognize and
understand  their roles in  the
contemporary health care system, the
roles of their professional organization
and their workplace. Nurses need to pull
all their experiences together and learn
from each other to assist in the
development of policies and the solutions
that will best solve policy problems that
impact nursing. All nurses in both the
educational setting and nursing service
need to know how the political process
works and what part they can play in
enhancing health as well as how to
ensure that shrinking resources are best
utilized for the health of the nation.
Currently little attention has been paid
to this aspect of nursing, especially in
nursing education. One way to improve
the quality of nursing care, reduce costs
and improve patient safety is to conduct
nursing outcome research and determine
what works and what does not.
